The original Audi 100 developed a rare
reputation lor its remarkable combination
of performance, economy. safety and
space. Which is unusual for a luxury car.

And more than 800,000 were sold.
Which is also unusual for a luxury car.

Then we introduced the new Audi 100
and in designing it we set ourselves to
retain those virtues and improve them.

And, apart from one or two nuts and
bolts it is a completely new car,

Aerodvnamically, it is one ol the most
efficient cars on the road.

It has even more “active” safety features.

And its “passive” safety is stronger than
the world’s most stringent standards re-
quire.

The interior gives you €ven more space.

And it has been designed to be relaxing
and comfortable, and reduce fatigue to a
MINImum.

Because, in this day and age, we leel that
we should not only offer you a better, more
luxunious car.

We should also do all in our power to
make vou a better driver.



The new Audi 100.

A car whose advantages have been
thouroughly proven in 875.000 miles of
reliability testing.

Though new, the Audi 100 is not un-
proven. We've driven it up to the Arctic
and down to the Equator to see if it
works as well in practice as il does in
theory.

We discovered, for example. the life-
span of all the major components in the
car, and we strengthened those that
didn't meet our durabihty standards.

As we drove we discovered. with fine
adjustments, how we could reduce stull
further the fuel consumption and bring
the interior noise level down to even
lower levels.

And, most important ol all, we proved
that a car consisting of thousands of
completely new components was com-
pletely rehable.

The Andi 100 L-55

A chassis developed from 2,100 hours
on machines that simulated the world’s
worst roaids.

How you feel at the end of a journey
depends nol just on the roads you've
been driving on, but on the car you've
heen driving in.

That's why we spent a great deal of
time developing a suspension and
chassis that can smooth away the ups
and downs that make a journgy tiring.
We found, for example, new ways to
isolate the suspension system so fewer
vibrations are passed on to the passen-
ger compartment

We developed new rubber buffers
that allow the suspension to be “sofl”,
yel still absorb hard bumps.

We lengthencd the wheel base and
widened the track, to give extra stabil-
ity Lo the car.




The new Audi 100 spent 260 hosry in the wind tuvmel.

A shape created by 260 hours in the
wind tunnel.

The lines of the Audi 100 were finally
decided not by a stylist, but by the laws
of aerodvnamics. Little by little, in 260
hours of wind tunnel testing, we deve-
loped a shape that had a drag coellicient
unbeaten by any other car in its class.

We reduce, for example, air turbu-
lence at the rear end of the car to new
minima. And by doing so, help make
this one of the most economical saloons
vou can buy for high speed cruising.

A level of guietness developed by
2 vears of intensive noise tests.

We decided that a car can be really
comiortable only if il 1s vervy guiet as
well. That's why we spent 2 years on
exhaustive testing to develop new ways
to reduce noise.

We found new wavs to “tune™ the
bodywork to a frequency level that is
less audible to the human ear. We deve-
loped new ways of constructing body-
work so thal “booming” becomes im-
possible. The suspension for engine
gears and axles has been doubly insu-
lated against noise. And the interior is
protected from noise by a@ new type of
Hlooring.

And of course, the aerodynamic
shape helps keep wind noise to an un-

usually low level.

The Audi 100 is available with two
unigue engines. The 5§ ¢ylinder, 115 bhp
2.2 litre engine and the 5 cylinder, 136 bhp
2.2 litre unit fitted with K-jetronic fuel injec-
tion. Unique because the Audi 100 is the
first production car in the world W be pow-
ered by a five cvlinder petrol engine

Both engines demonstrale our convic-
tson that a luxury car needn’l be & wasteful
car. And that an engine nesdn'l sacrifice
sconomy or reliability in order o achieve
good performance.

Some of the features are described on
this page. But you'll need to take a test drive
o appreciate the quietness, smoothness
and Nexibility of the new angines.

And it will take you even longer toappre-
ciale the advantages of their low fuel con-
sumplon.

The 5 cviinder engine. Why a [ive cvlinder
engine? The concept of a five cylinder
petrol engine is not exactly 8 new onc.

Dunng the 1930% a British engineer con-
ceived the principle of a five cylinder unit.
Just a decade later another respected en-
gineer, Granville Bradshaw, advocated the
unit as “. . . probably a better engine fior a
car”. Recent technological advancement
has made it possible to eliminate, totally,
the problems of imbalance by altering the
locaion of balance weights and thus
shifting the plane of vibration.

Why nol a six crlinder engine? Simply,
the advantages of a 5 cvlinder engine overa
six cviinder version are less weinhi, [lor
lighter steering, and a more favouruble fue]
comsumption in conjunction with the
higher degree of smoothness m opemlion
commaon to six cvlinder engines. In shorl,
the five cylinder unit brings together most
of the henefits found in both four and six
cylinder engines and in doing so offers per-
formance, economy and reliability in a
combmalion previoushy unknown,

5 eviinders with [uel injection. The 136 bhp,
(el mjecled version offers you efflicient use
of fuel to provide the power 10 fake you O
60 mph in just 9V seoonds and on (o a lop
speed of 117 mph.

5 oylinders with a carhorettor. Our (wim-
choke carburcttor means that vou use only
one stage for cruising. The sccond stage
operates only when vou need it lor very
high speed or fast acceleration. Again, the
result is o sve petrol. And there s an
automatic pre-heater on the choke, which
reduces fuel consumption when the engine
1s cold.

Because we bebeve that big fuel bilis are
one luxury vou don't need.

Ihe five cvlinder 2.2 litre engine.

The Andl 10155

The car with the 10,000 mile main service
imtersal. The efliciency of the Audi 100
engines makes them reliable, too, They
have an overhead camshafl which elmina.
tes the need for a large number of working
parts w control the valves, and so reduces
wear, The cooling system has an electnic fan
automatically controlled by Lhe waler
wemperature. We tested the lubncahon
system m conditions which range from the
anorth of Sweden to the Sahara. And, in
875000 miks of tests, put the cngines
under far greater stress than they are ever
likely to meel m ordinary driving. The
result is that the Audi 100 needs a main
service only once every 10000 miles, or
once a year. And an odl change every 5 (X0
miles o twios a VEAr.







The suspension and
front wheel drive.

We give it 9 rough ride to give you a smooth
ride. To msulate you from the ups and downs
of the world outside, we gave the Audi 100 the
equivalent of 2,100 hours of travel on extreme-
lv poor roads. Ax a result, the springing is har-

manized between the [ront and rear axhes, to
prevent the car from pitching. The springs
have long travel, and larse sdditional rubber
bumpers keep them comfortably soft while
still enabling them to absorb rough bumps or
potholes.

The long wheel base and wide track also
help to keep the car stable. Stabilisers help to
prevent it rolling uncomfortably on comers

At the fronl. Lhere are suspension struts and
wishbones. Al the rear a torsion beam axle
with a Panhard rod for extra lateral control




The safety steering and
braking system.

The steering-stabilising braking system of
the Awds 100 18 based on the combuatzon of
outhoard scrub radius at the front axle and a
duitl dugonal bruking aroustl syslem.

I'he engine, gearbox and differential arc
over Lhe front axie which increases the weghtl
over the front wheels and s0 improves ther
grip. And the centre of gravity 1s in the front
third of the car, which makes it far less suscep-
tible to sidewinds

“Adapting the car (o human needs,™ Prafes-
sar P. Nestler, [rom the Academy of Fine Arts
m Munich, has this (o say:

"“No human being is consistently effiaent.
But any human being will stay alerd longer n a
pleasant, well-designed, controlled environ-
ment. That is what we setl oul to provide in te
Audi 100, And we redesigned the inlenor from
scratch, We made sure that there was plenty of
window space, 5o vou wouldn't feel cramped
We chose colours that were sofl and harmo-
nised, 50 you would feel relaxed. We designed

body-contoured scats, and put all the controls
within easy reach. We developed a complelely
new venllation system. And a new form of
nowse insulation. The overall effect isto reduce

fatigue, tension, distrachion, $0 you can cod-
ccntrate on driving.”

The sound insulation. Our mesearch has
shown us that noise is linng and irmilatiog. And
it has also shown us how Lo build o Quaeter car,

For cxample, we lfound thal cerln reso-
nances in the chassis and bodywork were
particularly tirmg. So we have shoonaied
them, As each new part was developed we
lested s resonance, and of i wasn't :’ight, Wi
changed it

[he suspenswon for the engine, gearbox and
fromt axle is doubly msuliled from the engine
and running noise. Again the effect is o eli-
minaic 'I.IT'I}'."]L': asanl resonance.

We have also developed an enlirely new

type of insulalion against road and tyre noise.
The passenger compartment is insulated with
a new tvpe of looring: a layer of bitumen, &
laver of felt, a layer of dense marung and the
garpet on top of that.

The ventilathon system. Stale air can make
vou tired and irritable. And that can make vou
a bad driver, So we developed an enfirely new

ventilation svstem. It's very powerful, butalso
very gqueel

It can change the air every 15 seconds, even
when the car is standing stifl.

Omnce yvou've salected a temperature, it stays
constant irrespective of fluctuations in the
temperature of the engine,

And if you want to change it, then il reacts
almost immediately.

It automatically controls the emperatire
throughout the passenger compartment
keeping the nccupants wurm and comfortable
or cool and refreshed. Side ducls demast the
ront windows.

A unique safety system.

So far we have described the Audi 100's
“active™ sufety: the features designed to keep
vou oul of an accident. But we have also de-
voled a greal deal of time 10 those featunes de-
signed Lo prolect vou in an accident. And we
have used the knowledge we gained in deve-
loping our own expenmental safety vehice,

The Audi 100 has a rigid safety cell around
the passenger compariment. And we have
used completelv new technigues for the first
ume ever i a production car to give greater
impact resistance in a frontal collision.

The passenger safety cell. The safety ceil

=sists immpact nol only i [ront, rear and side

collisions. In a roll-over 115 strength goes far
beyond the level set by American safety stan-
dards, which in themselves are among the
highest in the world.

The petrol tank is tucked in front ol the rea
axle.

The front and rear crumphe zones. We design-
ed the front and rear of the i 1o collapse
progressively in a collision, and so absorb the
Impact.

At the front there is a complelely pew [ype
of side member which is being used lor Lhe
first time ever in a production car. They ure
square scction tubes (one on each side ) whodh,
in @& coflision, pleat {rather like an acconbon)
evenly from front to rear.

As a result the Audi 100 can resist an impuct
of 30 mph, The sides, ton, arc impacl-resistanl.
Wi have left a large space between the body-
work and the interior metal shests, o give
them greater leeway for deformation.

By using computer calculations, we've been
able to give vou this protection without build-
I & heavy r

The safetyinlerior. We designed the interior,
too, with saletv in mund,

The front seals have specially reinforoed
fastenings. And the buckrests have knee pro-
tection for back seal passengers.
